Call 811 Before You Dig

Summer is a popular time to complete outdoor

improvement projects, especially those that require digging.

Creating a new garden or installing a mailbox may seem like
small projects, but there could be buried utility lines just
under the surface. Contacting 811 and having lines marked
before starting any digging project can prevent potential
injury, property damage and utility disruption.

Call 811 at least two to three business days before starting
your project to submit a request. If you are hiring an
excavator, the excavator should complete the request for
you. Once the request is received, 811 will contact your
utility operators to locate and mark
their buried lines on your property
with flags or paint — at no cost

to you.
