
The Mountaineer Rental Assistance Program 
is accepting applications for eligible West Virginia renters 
struggling to pay rent or utilities. 

Eligibility: 

Renters applying for Mountaineer Rental Assistance 
Program must meet all three of the following: 

• Have a household income no greater than 80% of area 
median income (AMI) 

• A member of the household must have qualified for 
unemployment or experienced a financial hardship 
during or due to the pandemic 

• One or more of the household members must be at 
risk of homelessness or housing instability 

Eligible Expenses: 

• 18 months of assistance, which may include: 

o Past due and current rent 

o Up to three months future rent 

• Past due and current water, sewer, electric, trash and 
other home energy costs such as propane 

• One-time $300 internet stipend to help pay your bill 
to use the internet for distance learning, telework, 
telemedicine and to obtain government services 

• Application fees and security deposits to obtain 
housing for those currently without a place to live or 
moving to a new residence
